The Company decided on May 8, 2018 to conclude a simplified absorption-type merger 
agreement (Absorption-type Merger Agreement Not Requiring Approval by a Resolution 
of a Shareholders Meeting) with Ryoju Facility & Properties Co., Ltd., a subsidiary of the 
Company. This decision was made by the director delegated by Board of Directors 
pursuant to the provisions of the Articles of Incorporation. On the same day, the Company 
concluded the simplified absorption-type merger agreement with Ryoju Facility & 
Properties Co., Ltd.
